Messianic prophecy: Why does it matter?
Ot prophecy >> NT fulfillment

1. Strengthen Faith of Doubting Believers


2. Prove that Jesus is the Fulfillment of God’s Revelations


3. Vital to Evangelism



“This is what the LORD says—Israel’s King and Redeemer, the LORD Almighty:  
I am the first and I am the last; apart from me there is no God. 
   
Who then is like me? Let him proclaim it. Let him declare and lay out before me 
what has happened since I established my ancient people, and what is yet to come
—yes, let them foretell what will come.  

Do not tremble, do not be afraid. Did I not proclaim this and foretell it long ago?  

You are my witnesses. Is there any God besides me? No, there is no other Rock; I 
know not one.” 

- Isaiah 44:6-8

Time is a character in these prophesies— 
points to god’s patience as well as his faithfulness



He said to them, “This is what I told you while I was still with you: Everything 
must be fulfilled that is written about me in the Law of Moses, the Prophets 
and the Psalms.”  

Then he opened their minds so they could understand the Scriptures. He told 
them,  

“This is what is written: The Messiah will suffer and rise from the dead on 
the third day, and repentance for the forgiveness of sins will be preached in 
his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. You are witnesses of these 
things…”  

- Luke 24:44-49

The promised messiah
Jesus’ calling
• “The Spirit of the Sovereign Lord is on 

me, because the LORD has anointed me 
to proclaim good news to the poor. He 
h a s s e n t m e t o b i n d u p t h e 
brokenhearted, to proclaim freedom for 
the captives and release from darkness 
for the prisoners, to proclaim the year of 
the LORD’s favor and the day of vengeance 
of our God, to comfort all who mourn…”                                      
                                              - Isaiah 61:1-2 


• “The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because 
he has anointed me to proclaim good 
news to the poor. He has sent me to 

proclaim freedom for the prisoners and 
recovery of sight for the blind, to set the 
oppressed free, to proclaim the year of 
the Lord’s favor.” Then he rolled up the 
scroll, gave it back to the attendant and sat 
down. The eyes of everyone in the 
synagogue were fastened on him. He began 
by saying to them, “Today this scripture is 
fulfilled in your hearing.”      - Luke 4:18-21 

• Perhaps the greatest mic drop of all time—
Jesus clearly announces that he has arrived 
and that he is here to fulfill his purpose and 
calling

Isaiah’s prophecy clearly shows the promised messiah’s nature & calling



Healer / One who comforts 
Jesus’ calling

• He was despised and rejected by 
mankind, a man of suffering, and 
familiar with pain. Like one from whom 
people hide their faces he was 
despised, and we held him in low 
esteem.  Surely he took up our pain 
and bore our suffering, yet we 
considered him punished by God, 
stricken by him, and afflicted.                    
                                   - Isaiah 53:3-4 

• When evening came, many who were 
demon-possessed were brought to 
him, and he drove out the spirits with 
a word and healed all the sick. This 
was to fulfill what was spoken through 
the prophet Isaiah: “He took up our 
infirmities and bore our diseases.”              
                                      - Matt 8:16-17                                      

• Being familiar with pain (even prior to 
the cross), Jesus empathizes with 
others experiencing pain and healed 
despite being rejected and despised

Healing the sick was part of his calling



restorer / suffering servant
Jesus’ calling

• “…these I will bring to my holy mountain 
and give them joy in my house of prayer. 
Their burnt offerings and sacrifices will be 
accepted on my altar; for my house will 
be called a house of prayer for all 
nations.”                                  - Isaiah 56:7


• For I endure scorn for your sake, and 
shame covers my face. I am a foreigner to 
my own family, a stranger to my own 
mother’s children; for zeal for your house 
consumes me, and the insults of those 
who insult you fall on me.   - Psalm 69:7-9


• Jesus entered the temple courts and 
drove out all who were buying and selling 
there. He overturned the tables of the 
money changers and the benches of those 
selling doves. “It is written,” he said to 
them, “ ‘My house will be called a house 
of prayer,’ but you are making it ‘a den of 
robbers.’”                           - Matt 21:12-13                                     


• Jesus defends His Father’s house of 
prayer, driving out those that attempt to 
pervert its purpose

His calling is rooted in ensuring that god’s name is kept holy



Stumbling block / cornerstone
Jesus’ calling

• “Do not call conspiracy everything this 
people calls a conspiracy; do not fear what 
they fear, and do not dread it. The LORD 
Almighty is the one you are to regard as 
holy, he is the one you are to fear, he is the 
one you are to dread. He will be a holy 
place; for both Israel and Judah he will be 
a stone that causes people to stumble 
and a rock that makes them fall. And for 
the people of Jerusalem he will be a trap 
and a snare. Many of them will stumble; 
they will fall and be broken, they will be 
snared and captured.”        - Isaiah 8:12-15


• Then Simeon blessed them and said to 
Mary, his mother: “This child is destined to 
cause the falling and rising of many in 
Israel, and to be a sign that will be 
spoken against, so that the thoughts of 
many hearts will be revealed. And a sword 
will pierce your own soul too.”  
                                             - Luke 2:24-25


• Jesus’ very presence ensures that men will 
have to decide his nature—is he just 
another man or is he the Son of God?  
There is no in-between answer

From his birth, Jesus was called to disrupt



Teacher / good shepherd
Jesus’ calling
• All your children will be taught by the Lord, and 

great will be their peace. In righteousness you will 
be established: Tyranny will be far from you; you 
will have nothing to fear. Terror will be far removed; 
it will not come near you.               - Isaiah 54:13-14


• He said, “Go and tell this people: “  ‘Be ever 
hearing, but never understanding; be ever 
seeing, but never perceiving.’ Make the heart of 
this people calloused; make their ears dull and 
close their eyes. Otherwise they might see with 
their eyes, hear with their ears, understand with 
their hearts, and turn and be healed.”                                    
                                                           - Isaiah 6:9-10 
 

• “It is written in the Prophets: ‘They will all be 
taught by God.’ Everyone who has heard the 
Father and learned from him comes to me. No one 
has seen the Father except the one who is from 
God; only he has seen the Father.     - John 6:45-46 

• His disciples asked him what this parable meant. 
He said, “The knowledge of the secrets of the 
kingdom of God has been given to you, but to 
others I speak in parables, so that, “  ‘though 
seeing, they may not see; though hearing, they 
may not understand.’”                                       - 
Luke 8:9-10


• As God, Jesus is sent to teach man, fulfilling the 
role of a good shepherd and introducing a peace 
that was unimaginable to the Israelites
